The University Library in Bratislava (ULB), Slovakia's largest and oldest scientific library has rich historical and contemporary collections including legal deposit. It carries several national and international responsibilities and it provides and develops modern and unrestricted library services. The ULB is the apex of scientific, informational, cultural and educational institutions of Slovakia. Established in 1919, with collections dating back to the 17th century, it served until 1954 as the national library of Slovakia and became an independent, universal research library offering complex library and information services for the general public; carrying out high level bibliographic research, publishing, cultural and educational activities and holding several national and international responsibilities. It fulfils its mission as
· the depository and conservation library of the Slovak Republic
· the depository library for the United Nations, UNESCO and NATO 
· the office for the national retrospective bibliography 
· the provider of the national union catalogue of periodicals 
· the national ISSN agency of Slovak Republic 
· the co-ordinator of the ILL service

· the national co-ordinator of the EZB
· the centre for digitisation, conservation and restoration
· the integrator of cultural information systems
· ICT hosting of cultural information systems

SW Library System: VIRTUA 45.1.1-109 (local installation of ALEPH500 V14.2 has been replaced). The Ministry of culture approved in 2003 the proposal of the Slovak National Library (SNL) for installing one centralized library system for the whole country. The SNL formulated  as a unavoidable system feature the FRBR functionality and according this decided for VTLS Virtua . There are 4 licensed data pools (Classes). The system has been installed early 2004 and since that date the works are going on. The original concept of system architecture relied on one common database for all libraries and bibliographic data of all types of documents – library catalogues, monographs, serials, union catalogue, articles bibliography etc. No de-duplication in the central catalogue has been provided. There are at present approx 30 libraries in the common pool. The second pool was intended for digital library purposes, the third pool is temporary used for a separate catalogue of a scientific library and the forth – for migration procedures. The implementation concept changed according the behaviour of the system and real needs of the practical work. University library Bratislava requested and maintains separate pools for its library catalogue and the union catalogue of periodicals. After some initial problems in the mid of 2006 (response times up to 30 seconds) the system settled down. The upgrade the HW and SW potential is intended. http://www.kis3g.sk

4. Union Catalogue
National Union Catalogue of Periodicals (400 participating Libraries). UCP is a statewide centralized union catalogue of periodicals. It covers holdings of  approx. 400 institutions and is maintained by the central redaction in the University libtarary in Bratislava (ULB), updated both offline and online. In the period  2001-2006 was UCP implemented in the ALEPH 14.2 inclusive the Cluster module  for on-line data synchronization (ExLibris). The system has run on SUN 450/Solaris inside of the ULB.  
a. Software used for UC:

In 2007 (after some years of effort) has been the UCP localised in a separate   database (class02)  of VIRTUA 45.1.1-109, licencsed and run (out of UKB) by Slovak national library in Martin. The bibliographic processing is made acording AACR2, in MARC 21 Bibliographic format, MARC 21 Holdings data and clasified with UDC. Encoding Unicode UTF-8, ISO 2709.UCP consists of 50000+ bibliographic records of periodicals and 150000+ holdings records. UCP is created and updated in two ways:
· Cooperative cataloguing using VIRTUA Client (10 libraries)
· Centralized redaction of bibliographic and holding data from the rest libraries by ULB.

This EU project was launched in October 2006 with 13 libraries from 8 European countries and will run until the spring of 2008.EOD stands for eBooks on Demand: You will be able to request every book published from 1500 to 1900 in digital form. An EOD eBook is a digitised book delivered in the form of a PDF file. In the advanced version, the file contains the image of the scanned original book as well as the automatically recognised full text.
