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This Progress report does not represent the activities of a single institution or company, but rather attempts to offer a brief overview of digital initiatives in major Catalan library institutions as well as recent trends in Spanish universities from all regions, with special attention given to installations of digital repositories.

I. Digital initiatives in Catalonian library institutions

The library scene in Catalonia is dominated by the National Library of Catalunya (BC), the Consortium of University Libraries of Catalonia (CBUC) and 2 public library networks: 

· public libraries falling under the responsibility of the autonomous government of Catalonia (Generalitat) and 

· public libraries in the province of Barcelona (Diputació)

Over the past few years there have been strides to work together for applying common solutions and developing joint projects.

General information is provided in the following list, as well as a summary of the most relevant developments in recent years:

1. Biblioteca de Catalunya (BC) [National Library of Catalunya]

The BC’s mission is to collect, conserve and disseminate the bibliographic production of Catalonia and other material related to the Catalan linguistic area.

Collection:  3,000,000 documents; collection growth: 100,000 documents/year.

b. Google Books: The BC, together with 4 other specialised libraries in Catalonia --Abadia de Montserrat, Seminari de Barcelona, Centre Excursionista de Catalunya and Ateneu Barcelonès-- signed onto the Google Book Search Library Project.  The project foresees the digitisation of 300.000 out-of-copyright books from the collections of these 5 Catalan libraries. 
c. Patrimoni Digital de Catalunya (PADICAT) [Digital Heritage of Catalonia]

The digital archive of the Catalan web whose overall goal is to allow the BC to compile, process and give permanent access to resources in the Catalan web space, based on the experiences of the web archives of Australia, Denmark and Sweden.

Titles are captured by automatic harvesting, through agreements with both public and private organisations (100 have been signed to date)  and by selection of webs dealing with topics of specific interest, such as elections, etc.  Selection criteria: language; domain (.cat); server address; and any others dealing with Catalan-related themes.  The goal for 2009 is to have 100.000 web pages (possibly 50.000.000 files); 30 terabytes of data, and signed agreements with 300 web providers.

II. Principal Spanish research libraries: universities and the Higher Council for Scientific Research (CSIC)

Digital repository software:  Many universities have installed repository software in the past year or so, regardless of whether or not their consortia also offer a centralised repository services.  [For list of the three main university library consortia in addition to CBUC, see Annex 1.]  Interest continues to grow in OAI-MHP compatible systems and it is likely that most universities will install such systems in the near future.  The software most frequently used is Dspace; however CDSware, ContentDM, DigiTool, Eprints and Fedora are also represented. The list shown below offers details of the main institutional repositories, but does not include archives installed for managing specialised content (e.g., only theses, learning objects or institutional journals)  or department-based archives that may exist in these same institutions.

In addition to the recent push described above to install digital repository software, there are several other trends that may be of interest for this review:

Bibliographic managers:  Refworks is now made available to faculty and researchers on an institution-wide basis in approximately 75% of Spain’s public universities.  

Link resolvers:  The installation of link resolvers is now consolidated among Spanish research libraries, with SFX being the principle software used.
Metasearch software:  Metasearch software is also widely installed in the research library community: two of the principal products being used are MetaLib and ZPortal.
Reference service management:  Interest is growing in this type of software and installations of QuestionPoint are spreading.
